01 Homo sapiens, the ancestor of modern humans,
02 shared the planet with Neanderthals, a close, heavy-
03 set relative that dwelled almost exclusively in Ice-Age
04 Europe, until some 40,000 years ago. Neanderthals
05 were similar to Homo sapiens, with whom they
06 sometimes mated -- but they were different, too.
07 Among these many differences, Neanderthals were
08 shorter and stockier, with wider pelvises and rib-cages
09 than their modern human counterparts.

10 But what accounted for these anatomical differences?
11 A new Tel Aviv University study finds that the Ice-Age
12 diet -- a high-protein intake of large animals --
13 triggered physical changes in Neanderthals, namely a
14 larger ribcage and a wider pelvis.

15 According to the research, the bell-shaped
16 Neanderthal rib-cage or thorax had to evolve to
17 accommodate a larger liver, the organ responsible for
18 metabolizing great quantities of protein into energy.
19 This heightened metabolism also required an
20 expanded renal system (enlarged bladder and
21 kidneys) to remove large amounts of toxic urea,
22 possibly resulting in a wide Neanderthal pelvis.

23 Seeing evolution from a new angle

24 "The anatomical differences between the thoraxes and
25 pelvises of Homo sapiens and Neanderthals have
26 been well-known for many years, but now we're
27 approaching it from a new angle -- diet," said Prof. Avi
28 Gopher. Prof. Gopher, Prof. Ran Barkai and PhD
29 candidate Miki Ben-Dor, all of TAU's Department of
30 Archaeology and Ancient Near Eastern Cultures, co-
31 authored the study, which was recently published in
32 the American Journal of Physical Anthropology.

33 "During harsh Ice-Age winters, carbohydrates were
34 scarce and fat was in limited supply. But large game,
35 the typical prey of the Neanderthal, thrived," said Ben-
36 Dor. "This situation triggered an evolutionary
37 adaptation to a high-protein diet -- an enlarged liver,
38 expanded renal system and their corresponding
39 morphological manifestations. All of these contributed
40 to the Neanderthal evolutionary process."

41 "In a 2011 paper, which dealt with the demise of Homo
42 erectus in the Levant, we had already tapped into the
43 notion that diet played a major role in human
44 evolution," said Prof. Barkai. "We argued then that
45 high fat consumption was one of the most important
46 solutions to the predicament presented by human
47 evolution. Humans are limited in the amount of protein
48 they are able turn into energy — protein provides just
49 30 percent of their overall diet. The solution, therefore,
50 was to consume more fat and more carbohydrates
51 when they were seasonally available.

52 "We found that, in the case of the Neanderthals, an
53 acute shortage of carbohydrates and a limited
54 availability of fat caused their biological adaptation to a
55 high-protein diet."

56 The proof in the dietary pudding

57 Numerous animal experiments have already
58 demonstrated that a high-protein diet is likely to
59 produce enlarged livers and kidneys. "“Early
60 indigenous Arctic populations who primarily ate meat

61 also displayed enlarged livers and the tendency to
62 drink a lot of water, a sign of increased renal activity,"
63 said Ben-Dor.

64 According to the researchers, the total dependence of
65 Neanderthals on large animals to answer their fat and
66 protein needs may provide a clue to their eventual
67 extinction, which took place at the same time as the
68 beginning of the demise of giant animals or
69 "Megafauna" in Europe some 50,000 years ago. The
70 team is now researching this subject.

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James Joyce (1882 — 1941) is one of Ireland’s most
influential and celebrated writers. His most famous
work is Ulysses (1922) which follows the movements
of Leopold Bloom through a single day on June 16th,
1904. Ulysses is based on Homer’'s The Odyssey.
Some of Joyce’s other major works include the short
story collection Dubliners (1914), and novels A
Potrait of the Artist as a Young Man (1916) and
Finnegans Wake (1939). Joyce was born in Dublin
on 2nd February 1882 and attended school in
Clongowes Wood College and Belvedere College
(just up the road from the Centre) before going on to
University College, then located on St Stephen’s
Green, where he studied modern languages.

After graduating from university, Joyce went to Paris,
ostensibly to study medicine, and was recalled to
Dublin in April 1903 because of the illness and
subsequent death of his mother. He stayed in Ireland
until 1904, and in June that year he met Nora
Barnacle, the Galway woman who was to become his
partner and later his wife.

In August 1904 the first of Joyce’s short stories was
published in the Irish Homestead magazine, followed
by two others, but in October Joyce and Nora left
Ireland going first to Pola (now Pula, Croatia) where
Joyce got a job teaching English at a Berlitz school.
After he left Ireland in 1904, Joyce only made four
return visits, the last of those in 1912, after which he
never returned to Ireland.

1914 proved a crucial year for Joyce. With Ezra
Pound’s assistance, A Portrait of the Artist as a
Young Man, Joyce’s first novel, began to appear in
serial form in Harriet Weaver's Egoist magazine in
London. His collection of short stories, Dubliners, on
which he had been working since 1904, was finally
published, and he also wrote his only play, Exiles. It
was after these successes that Joyce began to think
seriously about writing the novel he had been
formulating since 1907: Ulysses.

With the start of World War One, Joyce and Nora,
along with their two children, Giorgio and Lucia, were
forced to leave Trieste and arrived in Zurich where
they lived for the duration of the war. It was during
this time that Joyce worked on Ulysses and included
many characteristics of those around him in the
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46 characters of the book. Though Joyce wanted to
47 settle in Trieste again after the War, the poet Ezra
48 Pound persuaded him to come to Paris for a while,
49 and Joyce stayed there for the next twenty years.

50 It was in Paris that Joyce met Sylvia Beach, an
51 American ex-pat who helped him to publish Ulysses
52 for the first time in 1922. From 1930, after Beach had
53 relinquished the rights to Ulysses, Joyce became
54 very close with Paul Léon, another ex-pat living in
55 Paris. Léon became Joyce’s business advisor and
56 close friend and helped him to publish his final book
57 Finnegans Wake in 1939.

58 In 1940, when Joyce fled to the south of France
59 ahead of the Nazi invasion, Léon returned to the
60 Joyces’ apartment in Paris to salvage their
61 belongings and put them into safekeeping for the
62 duration of the war. It's thanks to Léon’s efforts that
63 many of Joyce’s personal possessions and
64 manuscripts still survive today. James Joyce died at
65 the age of fifty-nine, on 13 January 1941 in
66 Schwesterhaus vom Roten Kreuz in Zurich where he
67 and his family had been given asylum. He is buried in
68 Fluntern cemetery, Zurich.

There is no chance that the Rio Olympics will be
cancelled because of a Zika virus outbreak, Brazil
has said. The authorities said there was no risk to
athletes and spectators - except pregnant women - at
the August event. Earlier, the World Health
Organization (WHO) warned a disease linked to Zika
posed a global public health emergency requiring a
united response. The infection has been linked to
cases of microcephaly, in which babies are born with
underdeveloped brains. Experts are worried that the
mosquito-borne virus in Latin America is spreading
far and fast, with devastating consequences.

"We have to explain to those coming to Brazil, the
athletes, that there is zero risk if you are not a
pregnant woman," Reuters quoted President Dilma
Rousseff's chief of staff Jaques Wagner as saying.
President Rousseff earlier authorised health and
sanitary inspectors to use force if necessary to gain
access to private buildings, as part of the
government's efforts to eradicate breeding grounds
for mosquitoes - especially stagnant waters.
Inspectors are now able to call in the police if
necessary, and more than 200,000 troops have been
deployed to make such inspections. The Brazilian
health ministry says about 25% of the country's 49
million homes have so far been inspected.
Meanwhile, WHO Director General Margaret Chan
called Zika an "extraordinary event" that needed a
co-ordinated response. "l am now declaring that the
recent cluster of microcephaly and other neurological
abnormalities reported in Latin America following a
similar cluster in French Polynesia in 2014
constitutes a public health emergency of international
concern." The WHO alert puts Zika in the same
category of concern as Ebola. It means research and
aid will be fast-tracked to tackle the infection.

Countries with cases of Zika virus in the Americas
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There have been around 4,000 reported cases of
microcephaly in Brazil alone since October. The

WHO faced heavy criticism for waiting too long to
declare the Ebola outbreak a public emergency.
Currently, there is no vaccine or medication to stop
Zika. The only way to avoid catching it is to avoid
getting bitten by the Aedes mosquitoes that transmit
the infection.

The WHO has already warned that Zika is likely to
"spread explosively" across nearly all of the
Americas. More than 20 countries, including Brazil,
are reporting cases. Most infections are mild and
cause few or no symptoms, although there have
been some reported cases of a rare paralysis
disorder called Guillain-Barre syndrome. The bigger
health threat though is believed to be in pregnancy,
to the unborn child.
